The Clerk said that County and District Clir. Stephen Burroughes had given his apologies and his
report had been circulated to Councillors.

5) To confirm the Minutes of the Council Meetings held on February 16th 2016:

6) Matters arising:
It was reported that progress had been made in compiling an Emergency Plan by the two Emergency
Officers and ClIr. A. Thomas said that she had made no progress in speaking to Flagship regarding
the Housing Bill currently going through Parliament.
The Clerk said that he had drawn up and agreed a contract with William Austin to cut the Grass on

Council Property for £1350 from March 1% 2016 until February 28" 2017. This was agreed and William
Austin signed the Contract.

The Clerk explained the opening procedures for a new Councillor to William Austin and specifically
drew his attention to his prejudicial interest in the grass cutting contract.

However subsequent legal advice has stated that a councillor cannot have a contract with the council
and be a councillor so this co-option has to be considered as void.

8) Planning Matters:

SCC\0041\16 — Walpole Learning Centre, Cookley Road, Walpole, Halesworth, Suffolk. IP19 9AT

Proposal: Supply and installation of new biomass boiler system within existing plant room to replace
existing biomass boiler. New installation to include external fuel silo. Supply and installation of LPG
gas backup boiler including LPG bulk storage tank and compound externally.

Suffolk; Disability Advice service (East Suffolk); British Red Cross; East Anglia’s Children’s Hospices
and Coastal Accessible Transport Service Ltd:

13) Initiatives to cut Speeding:

M. Bygrave gave a written update on the measures to cut
speeding.

He reported that he had spoken to Bob Clench at Highways to check on the progress of the
Council’s_application for posts on which to mount Speed Indication Devices (SIDs). Clir. M.

Bygrave said that Bob Clench apologised to the Parish Council for the lack of progress which
he said was owing to the volume of work currently going through the Highways Department.

Finally Cllr. M. Bygrave said that the next meeting of the Halesworth Parishes chaired by Clir

Goldson (re: SIDs)_had been changed from_April 7 to_ April 21st, which he said he would
endeavour to attend.

14) village Green:

William_Austin said that he had recently cut the grass. He said that there were still several
molehills._It was agreed_to monitor the situation_and_to take further action_if necessary.

15)_Flagship Affordable Homes:

The Clerk reported that he had gone through some archive papers regarding the houses built in
Neave Close.

16) Highways:

Councillors were not happy over the number of potholes on the roads as they believed that they were
damaging cars. It was reported that potholes at the Yoxford turning had been marked and that there
was work taking place in Halesworth Road.

17) Footpaths:

ClIr. N. Jarvis said that he had met the Suffolk County Council Officer responsible for footpaths and
she had said opposite the council houses in Halesworth Road that the steps would be reinstated, the
ditch cleared and the dyke reboarded. She also said that the foliage around the sign would be cut
back, the handrail repaired and a new post created.

18)_Trees:

Clir. I. Newton and William Austin said that they would look to cut back trees where necessary.

19) Cemetery:

The Clerk said that he did not know whether the tree had arrived yet and that he had settled an
overpayment.

Councillors discussed contributing to buying tables but did have some concerns. Councillors

wondered who would own the tables with several contributors, who would look after them and who
would get them out for use. The matter was deferred to a future meeting.
