4) To receive a report from the County and District Councillor:

6) To confirm the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday,

7) Emergency Planning: 

 
As Cllr. M. Wenham was not at the meeting there as no report. 
 
8) Initiatives to cut Speeding: 
 
Cllr. S. Moore said that Sign Indicator Device (SID) has arrived but is currently 
awaiting operation as the brackets to hold the SID have not been put up yet. She 
also said that the paperwork has not arrived from Suffolk County Council (SCC) 
Highways. Cllr. A. Thomas said that she would ask County and District Cllr. S. 
Burroughes to contact SCC Highways. Cllr. R. Chase said that he would look to help 
form a team of Councillors and Parishioners to put the brackets up and to move the 
SID every four weeks. 
 
9) Defibrillator & Telephone Box: 
 
Councillors believed that the side of the Pavilion was the best place to put the 
defibrillator. Cllr. R. Chase felt that a light was needed on the pavilion so that people 
looking for the defibrillator in an emergency could easily find it at night. Cllr. I. Newton 
said that he had two spare five watt LED lights which he would donate.  
 
It was agreed for Cllr. R. Chase to buy the defibrillator. It was also agreed that Cllr. S. 
Moore would approach local electricians and the Pavilion to set up the defibrillator. 
As the telephone box light no longer worked either, it was also agreed to approach 
local electricians to repair this as well. Finally it was agreed that Cllr. I. Newton would 
give the LED lights to the electricians.

10) Walpole Willows: 
 
The Clerk reported that Flagship is happy for the Cookpole Energy Action to hold a 
lease for the Walpole Willows so the Council was no longer needed as an 
intermediary. The Clerk said that he believed that negotiations were going well.  
 
11) General Data Protection Requirements: 

The Clerk gave out a handout of the latest information regarding the General Data 
Protection Requirements under which the Clerk reported that the Council would have 
to appoint a Data Protection Officer who should be an external officer/company 
preferably by May 25th 2018. The Clerk said that different organisations are vying to 
advise Parish Councils. The Clerk advised following the Suffolk Association of 
Council’s advice and their current advice was to await further more detailed 
information. 
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The Clerk advised that the Council to await further information and to have the issue 
on every future agenda with a decision to be made possibly at the May Parish 
Council Meeting. This was agreed by the Councillors. 
 
12) Planning Matters: 
 
The Clerk said that there were no Planning Applications 
 
 
13) Clerk’s Report and Correspondence: 
 
The Clerk read out an email from a parishioner who is becoming increasingly 
concerned about the number of youths parking on the lay-by on the hill and at the top 
of the hill near the water station. The Clerk said that the Parishioner said that over 
the last few years there has been more and more rubbish left up there including 
smashed bottles and cans and lots of other disgusting debris. The Parishioner said 
that they do the best they can to clear it up around the lay-by but at the top of the hill 
there’s more rubbish than they can remove themselves. 
 
The Clerk reported that the Parishioner had contacted the District Council before 
Christmas but they had still not come and taken the rubbish away. They say that this 
morning a spoon was used which was black on the underneath that looks like people 
have been using it to heat drugs on. 
 
The Councillors were very concerned to hear about what was going on at the lay-by 
on the hill. Cllr. A. Thomas said that she raise the concern at the Police liaison 
Meeting later that week. 
 
The Clerk said that SALC had sent a list of their next Area Meetings and he had 
received a letter from Beccles Town Council regarding the closure of Lowestoft 
Records Office. The clerk was asked to write a letter in support of Beccles Town 
Council’s campaign to keep the Lowestoft Records Office open.
