3) Reguests for dispensations:

4) To receive areport from the County and District Councillor:

County and District ClIr. S. Burroughes said that the new Green bin rollout was going very
well especially as Suffolk Coastal District Council was now charging residents for recycling.
He said that the Council were also looking at setting up glass recycling as this cannot be
dealt with at household level. County and District ClIr. S. Burroughes noted the new logo for
East Suffolk District Council which he said represented different parts of the District. He said
that the new Beccles Southern Relief road has opened and that he was trying to get new
housing developments to be in keeping with Suffolk’s existing housing and environment. It
was noted that a meeting had been arranged at 2pm on November 13" 2018 with Flagship
Housing and in answer to a question as to contributing to the new defibrillator, he would look
at it but he was contributing heavily to creating disabled parking spaces at the Walpole
Pavilion.

7)  Emergency Planning:

Cllr. M. Wenham reported that there is a Rest Centre Exercise planned to take place next
week at Kelsale cum Carlton. He said that he would probably attend and would be very
happy if anyone else wished to go. Clir. M. Wenham explained that the Rest Centres were
where people went to if they could not stay at home owing to the emergency situation. He
said that the Harmony Centre and Bucks Farm had both agreed to be Rest Centres in
Cookley and Walpole. He said that flooding was the most likely emergency in Cookley and
Walpole so Rest Centres on high ground each side of the river were the best locations.

8) Initiatives to cut Speeding:

Cllr. S. Moore reported that the Sign Indicator Device (SID) had been moved. She said that
no further signs would be put up saying ‘Cut your speed’ as they were just cluttering up the
village. It was agreed to put up a ‘Speed Aware’ Sign at the Halesworth end of the village.

9) Defibrillator & Telephone Box:

Clir. M. Porter said that the telephone box is now ready for the defibrillator to be fitted into it.
ClIr. R. Chase explained that he had not ordered it yet because there had been no definitive
date for it to be fitted into the telephone box. He said that he would now order the defibrillator
and would get the invoice sent to the Clerk.

10) War Memorial and Other Church Matters:

Cllr. M. Wenham said that he was hoping that a cross could be placed on every war grave
preferably by children on November 8". He said that he would speak to the Attic to ask if
their pupils could put crosses on the two graves in the churchyard. CllIr. M. Wenham said that
the nine names on the memorial in Walpole Church will be read out in Halesworth on
November 11", He said that the three names in Cookley would be commemorated in
Cookley.

11) Broadband:
Cllr. R. Chase said that he would like the Council to ask British Telecommunications Open
Reach to speed up getting fast broadband to Cookley and Walpole. Cllr. M. Wenham said

that all the infrastructure is set up in Bramfield and is ready to receive it. However copper
wire still connects houses. It was agreed that fast broadband is on its way and there is
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nothing that the council can do to speed up the process. It was agreed that individuals were
the best people to get in touch with BT Open Reach.

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accept the estimate from Rob Lawrence of £1050 to fell three May and seven Silver Birch
trees (£900) and to grind their stumps (£150).
