2) Toreceive declarations of interest:

Cllr. Z. Mair and ClIr. M. Porter declared interests in CEA and Cookpole.
ClIr. A. Thomas declared an interest in the CEA.

3) Requests for dispensations:

There were no requests for dispensations.

4)  Co-option of one Councillor:

a) To consider the applicant that has applied for the vacancy on the Council:

The Council considered and through a secret ballot decided to co-opt Christopher Leggett
as a councillor to fill the vacancy for Walpole on the Parish Council.

a) To receive the Declaration of Acceptance of Office and to note any
declarations of interest if co-opted:

Christopher Leggett signed the Declaration of Acceptance.

5) Toreceive areport from the County and District Councillor:

County and District ClIr. S. Burroughes was not at the meeting but his written report was
distributed.

The Chairman said that County and District ClIr. S. Burroughes had contacted her asking

if the time and date of the Parish Meeting could be changed. Councillors agreed to
investigate if they could move the meeting to another date.
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6) Public Session: Members of the public have fifteen minutes to ask guestions
on topics on the agenda.

No members of the public had any issues to raise at the meeting.

7) To _confirm the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday,
November 19" 2019 and to ratify and confirm the Minutes of the Extra-Ordinary
Parish Council Meeting held on Monday, December 16th 2019:

8) Flagship Affordable Homes:

Clir. A. Thomas reported that the heating had been fixed in Neave Close. The proposal for
CCTV to be installed had caused some disquiet but it had been defused. It was agreed
that this topic was no longer needed to be on the agenda for each meeting.

9) War Memorial and the Village Green:

Clir. C. Northover was formally thanked for his work on the Village Green and on the new
War Memorial. ClIr. Z. Mair explained how the War Memorial came about as there were
several parishioners observing the meeting. She then explained that trees had fallen and
the riverbank had become overgrown so she believed that the trees needed to be cut back
and the riverbank tidied up. CllIr. C. Northover said that he did not agree as the Environment
Agency had said that dredging does not work and does not stop flooding. He said that
dredging would speed up the water and this would lead to more erosion to the riverbanks
and to the bridges. He also said that a permit was needed to do anything in the river and
the trees that had fallen should be left to decay.

It was agreed that Clir. C. Northover would contact the Environment Agency and to ask
them to do a report on what can be done.

CllIr. C. Leggett said that he had been told that trees on the riverbank held the riverbank
together and also suck water from the Village Green. After some discussion, it was agreed
that the Parish Council requests a report from the Environment Agency on the river in
Walpole and to ask ClIr. C. Leggett to ask Norse and the Suffolk Wildlife Trust for their
view on the trees.

The Clerk was asked to look at the Parish Council Insurance as to what is insured and it
was reported that Suffolk Wildlife were planting trees further down the river.

10) Highways and Speeding:

It was
noted that the Speed Awareness Cameras had been at the Cemetery.
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It was also reported that the road outside the Bell in Walpole is very rough and Clir. M.
Porter said that he had reported it to Highways. It was agreed to add it to the Letter to
Highways that had been agreed in Item 9.
