6) To _confirm the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday,
February 18th 2020:

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday, February 18th were agreed
with the following amendments.

Item 7 — ‘Sleeping Willow’ should be ‘Weeping Willow’.
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Iltem 15 — It was noted that Anne Thomas, Secretary, Walpole Allotments and Leisure
Gardens Association has written that while it is true that the Parish Council does not own
any allotments it does have some responsibilities re the Neave Close Allotments. She said
that the allotment site was leased by Suffolk Coastal District Council - the 'Superior
Landlord', to Cookley and Walpole Parish Council - 'the Landlord' by Underlease dated
November 6th 2012, and for a period of 21 years. Cookley and Walpole Parish Council let
the property to the Walpole Allotments and Leisure Gardens Association - the "Tenant' on
the same date, and for the same duration - 21 years. Under the terms of the agreement -
item 8 of the Agreement -the Tenant ie the Allotments Society - has an obligation to insure
the Property with 'an insurance office or underwriters of repute'....

The Clerk said that he would return the reference to the allotments to the Risk Assessment
Procedures.

Item 19 - Clir Z Mair informed the Parish Council that there would be a meeting in Walpole
Pavilion on Tuesday, March 3 at 7pm to discuss holding a few services a year at St Mary’s
Church, Walpole. This would require the creation of a Parochial Church Council including a
Church Warden.

The Parish Council refuses this planning application because the Parish Council believes
that the proposed building is an insufficient reason for the loss of the trees which provide
a habitat for a wide variety of life.

10) Clerk’s Report and Correspondence:

The Clerk reported that the Parish Council had received the ‘Clerks and Councillors
Newsletter’, a VAT Refund of £742-40, the first precept of £5000 and a letter from East
Suffolk Council authorising a co-option of a new councillor to replace Cllr. Anne Thomas.

The Clerk said that he had received the Suffolk Association of Local Councils (SALC)
Annual Subscription 2020-2021. It was agreed to pay the subscription.

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The Clerk said that he had been asked by Peter Wilkinson in Peasenhall to bring the
following Draft Letter which he hoped would be signed by all the local parish councils near
to Sizewell C to the attention of the Councillors.

Dear CliIr Hicks and ClIr Gallant,

We are writing in response to your letter to EDF of 9 April concerning its Development
Consent Order (DCO) application for Sizewell C.

We are very disappointed that your Councils state they are “supportive” of EDF submitting
the DCO at this time. Just knowing the Sizewell C application is about to be submitted is
creating additional anxiety in our communities at a very difficult time. We do, however, note
and appreciate that the Councils are questioning whether the public consultation period
should start after the application is accepted. We urge you to strongly hold the line that it
would be completely inappropriate for this period to start unless coronavirus restrictions
are entirely lifted. It would be unfair to begin for example while libraries remained shut and
public meetings prohibited. We recognise that EDF is proposing this period could be
extended. However, time is not the main constraint for those who would struggle to access
EDF’s proposals online, or would be unable to get together with others to discuss the
implications of EDF’s plans. We are depending on you to be extremely robust on this point
when EDF will be applying considerable pressure to proceed.

We further note that the Planning Inspectorate still does not know how examinations would
work for Nationally Significant Infrastructure Projects. We understand PINS will likely issue
more guidance on this, but their representatives have repeatedly stated that digital
examinations will not be suitable for all projects. Given its scale, it is vital that you uphold
the view that the Sizewell C DCO would be totally unsuitable for a digital examination
process.
